PROPOSED WATER SERVICE, METER AND INSPECTION FEES ARE PAYABLE AT THE CITY OF AKRON PLANS AND PERMITS

ALL UNDERGROUND STRAIGHT LENGTHS OF PIPE LARGER THAN 2 INCHES SHALL BE CLASS 53 CEMENT LINED DUCTILE
IRON WITH PUSH-ON JOINTS AND ALL 2 INCH AND SMALLER PIPING SHALL BE TYPE K COPPER. PIPE SHALL BE
INSTALLED WITH 4 FEET 6 INCHES OF COVER. SEE DETAILED SPECIFICATIONS FOR WATER LINE NOTES, APPROVED PIPE,
FITTINGS, BOLTS, ETC., AND TYPICAL CONCRETE THRUST BLOCKING (2017-009-02, 03 AND 19}.

STORM WATER POLLUTION PREVENTION PLAN (SWPPP)

PROJECTS THAT HAVE AN AREA OF (1) ACRE OR MORE IN DISTURBANCE REQUIRE SUMMIT SOIL AND WATER
CONSERVATION DISTRICT APPROVAL.

SILT FENCE IS REQUIRED TO SURROUND THE PROJECT AREA TO KEEP SEDIMENT FROM LEAVING THE PROJECT SITE
INTO THE PUBLIC RIGHT-OF-WAY, ADJOIN PROPERTIES, STREAMS, RIVERS, PONDS, LAKES, OR SEWERS.

INLET PROTECTION MUST BE PROTECTED ACCORDINGLY TO THE TYPE OF INLET, AND INSTALLED AND IN PLACE
BEFORE CONSTRUCTION IS TO BEGIN.



4. SITE SPOILS MUST BE SURROUNDED WITH SILT FENCE UNTIL REMOVED FROM SITE OR 75% OF STABILIZATION

2. THEY MUST BE CONNECTED TO THE FOLLOWING IN ORDER OF PREFERENCE:
a PUBLIC STORM SEWER.
b COMBINATION SEWER.
¢ STREET GUTTER OR DITCH.
d NATURAL DRAINAGE WAY (STREAM OR RIVER).
e LEACH WELLS SIZED FOR ONE CUBIT FOOT OF WASHED GRAVEL PER FIFTEEN SQUARE FEET OR ROOF AREA, UNLESS
DESIGNED BY A REGISTERED PROFESSIONAL ENGINEER.
3. DOWNSPOUTS ARE NOT ALLOWED TO BE TIED DIRECTLY INTO CATCH BASINS/ INLETS.
